Stops: (= plosives)

=> Complete closure at some place in the speech-tract
       -> Air-stream is blocked
       -> When released we hear a small explosion

Fortis:               lenis:

|t|                   |d|       -> Alveolar (Tip or blade of the tongue articulates with alveolar ridge)

         => There is no silent < d > (if a ‘d’ is written, pronounce it)

- If a stop is at the end of a word, the explosion tends to be replaced by gentle opening of the oral closure (mat, mad, back, bag)

- When an alveolar stop is followed by a dental, the place of articulation is shifted to the upper teeth (dental allophones) (Eighth, width, at this)

- The velar stops can be articulated more or less fronted (palatized) (e.g. car vs. cure)

   Make sure with < gn > you don’t use the nasal | ŋ | or | ɲ |

- Let op aspiration! The lenis series are never aspirated.

- Zero release: stopped, rubbed, good book, big joke,...
  Nasal release: cotton, mutton, sudden, bad news,...
  Lateral release: cattle, muddle, at last,...

- Glottal stop: |ʔ|











Nasals:

=> Like stops, a complete closure in the mouth occurs. But, since there is no velic closure, air escapes through the nose.

|m|       -> bi-labial

|n|        -> alveolar

|ŋ|        -> velar


- Look out for |ŋg| : (Language vs. tongue) (anger, finger, tango) (A.E. will help you discover it more)

- Dental allophone occurs when followed by |Ө| or |ð| (Tenth, in the)

- If a syllable is ended by a nasal you can add |ə| in slow speech. In fast speech however, you cannot.

the lateral consonant |l| :

=> Closure between part of the tongue and the roof of the mouth, while air-stream is allowed to escape on both sides of the place of stricture.

|l| : Alveolar
     -> |l| can be silent (chalk, salmon, folk,...)

Clear |l| : Tip of the tongue is raised towards tha hard palata front (leave, look, sailor, fill in,...)

Dark |l| : Front of the tongue is slightly lowered and the back raised in the direction of the soft palate. (feel, fill, pool, help,...)
-> The difference is pure allophonic (they are allophones)

- After |p| and |k| we get a voiceless |l| (clean, plate, please)

- Detalized allophones can occur (wealth, all these,...)

- There is also a syllabic |l| (see syllabic nasals) (e.g.: apple, eagle, tumbleweed)





Fricatives:

Two articulators so close together that audible friction is caused, without complete closure.

- The lenis group tends to be fully voiced only between voiced segments (cover, pleasure, weather, a veal cutlet, at the zoo)

- When words are spoken as more or less isolated elements, lenis fricatives, like the stops, may be partially or even fully devoiced (van, thine, zeal, gigolo, leave, breathe, seize, rouge)

- In some cases the voiceless, glottal fricative |h| is voiced (behind, somehow)

- |h + j| as in human or hue ( |hju:| ) can become |çu:| 

- Sometimes the |h| is not pronounced (hour, heir)



Affricates:

=> Combination between stops and fricatives.
      At first, the air-stream is blocked by complete closure, but the separation of the oral 
      articulators is slow (when compared to a stop) so that audible friction occurs.

                       -> When patterened with |t| it forms the affricate (which is voiceless).

|r| is only pronounced in prevocalic and intervocallic positions

Intrusive |r| : Law and order; the idea of this is;...


* The unrounded palatal approximant |j| :

-> The front of the tongue is raised considerably in the direction of the palate. The tongue glides from this position to the one required for the following sound. The lips can be rounded already for the next sound.

-> |j| is devoiced after |p|; |t|; |k|; |h| (pure; pupil; tune; tube; acute; hue)


* The rounded labio-velar approximant |w|

-> (Same movement as for a back vowel |u:|) The back of the tongue is raised towards the velum. Then the tongue glides quickly in to the position needed to produce the next sound.
        => Position of a close back vowel + lip rounding

-> Devoiced after |t| and |k| (twist and queen)
